On the streets below a little girl 
cries out in Hebrew, ñAbba, where are you?ò é 

searching for her daddy.  Across the street a little 
room on the third floor of a small, crumbling building 

catches my eye.  Itôs a very small room with a tiny, 
ragged window providing a glimpse to the vacant 
walls within.  Through the tattered bamboo shade a 

small , well worn light hangs from the ceiling next to 
a wall ... the old, yellowish bulb barely lighting the 
room which has been vacant for several months if 

not years now.  As the evening gives way to night, 
the little light seems ever brighter é now easily 
lighting all around it é a beacon é shining bravely 

into the midst of the darkness.   
 
The interesting thing about light is that it is not 

simply the opposite of darkness, but it is infinitely 
more powerful.  A universe of darkness cannot 
extinguish the feeble light of the smallest candle.  

Whenever light and darkness meet, light is the 
winner é every time é without fail.  In fact, all the 
light has to do is to simply be present é just show up 

é and the darkness is dissolved.  Such is the power 
of light.  

 
We have seen this to be true in ministry as well.  All 
we have to do is proclaim Godôs eternal Word, and 

the darkness flees é dissolved away by the light of 
Godôs goodness and love.  We have witnessed the 
strongest wills broken under the gentle hand of the 

All Powerful Creator é the harshest critics ushered 
into a heart -to-heart meeting with the Eternal God é 
weeping before Him as they see Him as He truly is.

companies within Israel. Itôs amazing watching the well

-to-do sitting next to the very poor and worshiping the 

same God together.  One Israeli man, an unbeliever, 

came last week in a suit and tie. At the end of the ser-

vice tears poured down his face as God touched his 

heart.  He had listened to Godôs Word, and Godôs Word 

had moved in his heart é a feeling he had not ex-

pected.  God had crashed into his darkness. 

 

We have been talking to people throughout Israel, and 

we have noticed that so many people are open to hear-

ing the Gospel. We often have said that, while we can-

not say that the eyes of all Israel are open, we can 

definitely say that there are multitudes more than we 

can deal with who are open to hearing the Gospel.  

God is truly stirring their hearts. About a year ago an 

Israeli man, who had previously helped us in the soup 

kitchen, moved to the North of Israel, near the Leba-

non border. We had not seen him in several months, 

and we were glad when he showed up again last week 

to help us. He said he was really struggling because he 

is the only believer in his city and there are no 

churches anywhere around him.  How great is the need 

to proclaim Godôs Word in The Land today é how white 

are the fields for harvest.  Pray.
